A Mess Dinner is a military 
tradition in the form of a formal banquet-style dinner that is practiced by military units 
across the Canadian Armed Forces. The Mess Dinner will be held from 6:00 pm to 9:00 pm 
at Clarkson Hall at Evergreen Park (55051 Township Road 710, County of Grande Prairie No. 
1, AB). A map of Evergreen Park with the location of Clarkson Hall is attached to the back of 
this letter.  

Dress for cadets for the Mess Dinner is C2 Mess Dress. This consists of the blue dress 
uniform with no name tag, a white dress shirt in place of the blue uniform dress shirt and a 
black bow tie in place of the uniform tie. The squadron will provide all cadets with a black 
bow tie, but cadets are encouraged to wear a white dress shirt. If you are unable to wear a 
white dress shirt, wearing the issued blue dress shirt and tie is acceptable.
